Created to be an informal get together in a relaxed, friendly atmosphere

Participants choose subject matter for each session

Supporting friendships made within the group and externally

Information on and invitations to participate in local events

The group is attended by approximately 10 — 15 each week, mainly families with young children, who
are waiting to go onto English courses which are over subscribed so there is always a waiting list. This
group provides support in the inifial stages of their learning English and has nurtured new friendships
amongst participants whose first languages are Romanian, Latvian and Lithuanian

This group has been running since end of March and has proved to be a lifeline for new, non
English speaking, members of our community
